The India Infrastructure Finance Company Limited would like to appoint a consulting firm for ‘Establishing a management information tracking system (MIS) to manage environmental & social risk’ in conforming with its Environment and Social Safeguard Framework (ESSF) shall govern its lending operations.  A Management Information Tracking System (MIS) supported by appropriate software for tracking environment and social safeguards (MIS-ESS) is required to effectively record the E&S impacts generated by its lending operations and monitor mitigation measures undertaken.
